ots of breakout and chill out space. Young people will be
accommodated on site in shared rooms with their friends and
other young people of a similar age. All meals, activities, and
resources are included in the cost, so there’s no additional cost

to young people.

We have bursaries and grants available to support any families
in need, or families with more than one chiIdeishing to take
part. We'll also be carrying out fundraising with young people
invited to take part to subsidise the cost of their place. When
registering, there’s no deposit to pay, with the first payment of
£75 due in September — but any funds raised will be credited
towards this.
